Helpful School  Guides – Number 2: Behaviour and Bullying
	Behaviour

Our Aim
At Woodlands our aim is to ensure that children are happy, safe, successful, healthy and make a positive contribution to the school community. In order for this to happen we need clear rules and routines. Below is a summary of what we do in relation to behaviour and bullying at Woodlands.
Positive Behaviour in Class

In the first week of every year we hold a Getting to Know You week, where we talk with children in each class about what they want to be when they grow up, why school is important and what learning behaviours are necessary in school for this to occur. This leads each class to develop a class vision which is linked to our school rules. As well as this we have regular circle times and assemblies about positive behaviour and bullying.
If children behave well in class they are rewarded with team points. These are added up throughout the week and talked about in Friday assemblies. As well as this children who have either displayed positive behaviour or learning behaviour or have done good learning in class are rewarded with Gold Book Certificates.

Positive behaviour in the playground is also rewarded as described above.
Rewards and Teams

Each child is in a team – either Foxes, Squirrels, Badgers 
	or Birds. Their positive learning and behaviour is celebrated in our Friday assemblies.

Sanctions

If children break a class rule they are given a warning and then if their behaviour continues to be negative they are put on sanction1. Sanctions range from sanction 1-5. If children reach sanction 3 they lose all break time, if they reach sanction 4 they miss break time and spend 15 minutes out of class talking about their behaviour. If they reach sanction 5 they are out of class for the rest of the morning or afternoon and miss break times. At sanction 4 and 5 letters are sent home to parents.

If children misbehave at break or lunch time they go to Think it Though and are taken off the playground. A letter is sent home to parents.

Children with Emotional and Behavioural Difficulties

All children with behaviour issues are given an individual behaviour plan which includes targets for their behaviour. These are monitored and reviewed by our behaviour support worker and inclusion leader.

Learning Forum

Each week we have a meeting where teachers who have any issues about children come and talk about ways in which we can solve the child’s problems. The meeting includes the head, deputy head, PSA, attendance officer, inclusion leader and behaviour support worker.




	How You Can Help

Establish firm boundaries with your children

Reward and praise positive behaviour

Ignore minor negative behaviour
Use warnings

Use choices

Use when and then directions: ‘When you have finished your homework, then you can play on the Playstation.’

Make sure there is always a consequence if your child breaks one of your rules

Be consistent

Have routines

Supporting Children

We support children through behaviour plans, coaching, meetings, learning forum, parent support plans, involvement with a range of agencies including Educational Psychologist and the PDC

Bullying

What is Bullying?

Bullying is the repeated wilful hurting of others which often takes place over a number of incidents. It is NOT a one-off name calling or hurting incident.

What do we do about it?

We do lots of work on anti-bullying at school. We talk to children about what bullying is, how to spot it, what it feels like, what to do about it. We strongly encourage children to
ALWAYS tell an adult, and, if they do not get help to seek out 
	the Head Teacher or Deputy Head teacher. We say to children that if they cannot approach someone on the staff at school, they must get a friend to go with them to report the incident. We always tell children to report any bullying to their parents.

Bullying is rare but it does happen at any school. We need to be vigilant.

How You Can Help

Ask your child on a daily basis if everything is OK at school;

If your child tells you someone is bullying them, please report it to the school who will follow the situation up in a sensitive manner;

If you notice your child is becoming tearful or is not wanting to go to school, there may be a reason – let us know and we will investigate;
